Description of Incident:
	Possible electric shock due to damage to electrical extension leads and power tool cords leading  to death or serious injury



Cause(s) of Incident:

	· Cutting and chafing whilst being used.
· Incorrect storage

· Walking on power leads on the floor

· Pulling or jerking leads to extend the reach

· Pulling or jerking leads over sharp edges (eg roof sheeting)

· Putting tools such as grinders down whilst still rotating


Preventive Measures to be employed:

	1. Prior to each use inspect all leads for signs of damage (cuts, & chafing or faulty electrical plugs or sockets)
2. Any obviously damaged leads or power cords to be immediately tagged FAULTY

3. All leads and power tool cords to be TESTED & TAGGED by an approved testing authority annually.

4. All employees and/or volunteers to be briefed on the checking of all power leads prior to use.

5. Checking of leads and power cords to be the subject of a toolbox alert.
