Topic:  Safe Use of Compressed Air 

· Do not use compressed air to clean off clothes, workbenches, cabs of work vehicles, air filters or workshop floors.

· Never direct compressed air at your body or another person. Horseplay with compressed air has caused serious injuries.

· Wear eye and hearing protection at all times.


· Always use safety clips at hose ends.


· Use only sound, strong hose with secure couplings and connections.

· Never leave one end of a hose loose so that it can whip.


· Lubricate air tools as required – at least daily.


· When disconnecting airlines, turn off the air (never kink the hose) and bleed off the air gradually.  Aim the stream away from people.

· Be aware of pinch-points, and ensure hoses are clear of obstructions and moving plant.


· Report any faults or hazards to your Team Leader.
